Of course you can search by title, author, narrator, subject, or keywords;
but did you know you can also search by narrator? Just use the first and
last name of the narrator in a Keyword search. sort your search results by
newest to oldest?

On BARD (Braille and Audio Reading Download service), you can find lists
of newly added books and—if you're wondering what other NLS patrons are
reading—the most popular downloads over the past 30 days.

The NLS also has dozens of curated lists of titles on a wide variety of topics.

The results were overwhelmingly positive—here are some details:
